OLD BUSINESS 
1.  Independent Audit Report – Jerry Ballard  
Received printed copy from Jerry. See attached report 
 
Report—year end August 31, 2009.  


Unrealized losses of over 45,000 this year (mainly because of the market, but hopefully we will 
get it back when the market improves)    


Essentially the original donor of the 50,000 put restrictions on the money, ie… would or could 
NOT spend it, only invest it for a “rainy day” or to keep from raising fees, or more scholarship 
monies, etc.  We could only “use” the capital gain interest in the checking account, and reinvest 
the other.   


Money spent $16,000 on awards (6500 entries), facility rental $15,525.  (Contest revenue: 
$62,792(everything), expenses $57,126)  


This is the main reason we raised the fees this year.  We had been making 10-12,000 in years 
past.     


There are two ways to generate revenues, raise dues or contest fees, we decided to raise contest 
fees.   


We knew we were going back to HOT fairgrounds and it would cost us more this year (2010) 
because of the location. Hence the reason for the raise in fees.

TEA Report


The revisions of the new Career and Technical Education (CTE) Texas Essential Knowledge and Skills (TEKS)


was completed in the spring of 2009 and adopted by the State Board of Education (SBOE) in the summer of


2009. Before the implementation of the new TEKS the commissioner of education wanted all CTE teachers to


attend professional development on the new standards. The TEA staff developed training material on the new


TEKS and trained teachers to be Trainers of Trainers (TOT). Theses teacher then trained teachers in each


cluster content area on the new CTE TEKS. CTE TEKS training are scheduled between January - August 2010


at various region service centers and professional association conferences. The second phase ofthe training will


be delivered through a new online platform call "Project Share".
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New graduation requirements were approved in January 2010. 
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The following CTE courses were added as options for students to satisfy the fourth mathematics credit
requirement on the RHSP:
. Mathematical Applications in Agriculture, Food, and Natural Resources if successfully completed prior to
Algebra II
. Engineering Mathematics
. Statistics and Risk Management


The following CTE courses were added as options for students to satisff the fourth mathematics credit
requirement after successful completion of Algebra I, Geometry, and Algebra II on the DAP:
. Engineering Mathematics
. Statistics and Risk Management


The following CTE courses were added as options for students to satisfr the fourth science credit requirement
on the RHSP and the DAP:
. Engineering Design and Problem Solving
. Advanced Animal Science
. Advanced Biotechnology
. Advanced Plant and Soil Science
. Food Science
. Forensic Science


The CTE Professional Communications course was added as an option for students to satisff the speech
requirement on all three graduation programs.


The CTE Principles and Elements of Floral Design course was added as an option for students to satisff the fine
arts requirement on all three graduation programs.

1. Summary of significant accounting policies


Nature of activities


Texas Technology Students Association (the Association) is a non-


profit corporation organized exclusively for educational purposes. It


is a member of and operates under a charter granted by Technology


Students Association, Inc. (TSA) . The Association seeks to widen and


deepen the interest and knowledge of students in this technology age,


to reinforce basic skills, and to promote technology education in the


schools of Texas. Leadership training is provided through curriculum


activities in which students learn to conduct and participate


constructively in organized meetings, speak effectively before groups,


work cooperatively with others, solve problems, and compete as


individuals.


The Association's revenue comes primarily from contest entry fees,


affiliation dues and government grants.


Income taxes


The Association is a not-for-profit organization that is exempt from


income taxes under Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code and


classified by the Internal Revenue Service as other than a private


foundation.


Basis of presentation


Financial statement presentation follows the recommendations of the


Financial Accounting Standards Board in its Statement of Financial


Accounting Standards (SFAS) No. 117, Financial Statements of Not-for-


Profit Organizations. Under SFAS No. 117, the Association is required


to report information regarding its financial position and activities


according to three classes of net assets: unrestricted net assets,


temporarily restricted net assets, and permanently restricted net


assets.

Contributions


The Association has also adopted SFAS No. 116, "Accounting for


Contributions Received and Contributions Made". Contributions


received are recorded as unrestricted, temporarily restricted, or


permanently restricted support depending on the existence or nature of


any donor restrictions.


Contributed services


During the year ended August 31, 2009, the value of contributed


services meeting the requirements for recognition in the financial


statements was not material and has not been recorded. No amounts


have been recognized in the statement of activities because the


criteria for recognition under SFAS No. 116 have not been satisfied.


Use of estimates


The preparation of financial statements in conformity with generally


accepted accounting principles requires management to make estimates


that affect amounts reported on the financial statements. Actual


results could differ from those estimates.


Cash and cash equivalents


For purposes of the statement of cash flows, the Association considers


all highly liquid investments available for current use with an


initial maturity of three months or less when purchased to be cash


equivalents.


Investments


Investments are composed of mutual funds investing in debt and equity


securities. The Association has adopted SFAS No. 124, "Accounting for


Certain Investments Held by Not-for-Profit Organizations". Under SFAS


No. 124, investments in marketable securities with readily


determinable fair values and all investments in debt securities are


reported at their fair values in the statement of financial position.


Unrealized gains and losses are included in the change in net assets.
